Become a
part of the judging panel for the Open Individual Outdoor Unlimited sport kite competition happening on Field 3 -
c¢’mon down off the boardwalk and be a part of the events!

Returning is this years 5™ annual Scott E. Spencer Memorial Wildwood Kitemakers Competition, sponsored by
the South Jersey Kite Flyers!

Competition will be in three categories: Judges’ Choice, Kitemakers’ Choice and Novice. All entries will be flown together
at the designated time.
